OIL / ACRYLIC PAINTS - Bring to class any oil and/ or acrylic colours that you plan to use

BRUSHES
Depending on the style and dimensions of your paintings, you will need to adjust the softness
and size of your brushes (directions at the first class)

MEDIUM
e OQOils: Linseed Qil
e Acrylics: any suitable medium
e For impasto (heavy application of paint) effects, cold wax (oils) or acrylic gel gloss
(acrylics) is recommended.

CANVAS

o Number, size and dimensions up to the personal needs of the student (no smaller then
16 x 20 inches)

PAINT (RECOMMENDED)

e Titanium White e |vory Black

e Naples Yellow Lt. e Raw Umber

e Cadmium Yellow deep e Phthalo Green

e Sap Green e Sepia

e Cadmium Red deep e Aureolin

e Yellow Ochre e Ultramarine Blue

e Prussian Blue e Alizarin Crimson

e Burnt Sienna e Cobalt Violet hue or Dioxine Purple
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OTHER MATERIALS

Palette: any plastic lids (yogurt, sour cream etc.)

Small jar for paint thinner to clean the brushes

Paper towels

Palette knife

Liquid dishwasher detergent to wash brushes

A piece of sand paper (medium soft)

One jar filled half through with some rice, dry beans or sand to hold the dirty brushes (oils)
Plastic table clothes (from dollar store) to cover the surface of the tables while painting
