YOU WILL NEED TO BRING:

¢ One embroidery hoop approximately 6-8 inches. Wood or plastic is fine.

e One patch of fabric large enough to hang over the hoop by 1.5 inches. Plain/
white. Tightly woven if possible.

e A second square of fabric; choice of colour and pattern. Tightly woven if possible.

e 10 colours of floss — 2 greens, 2 blues, 2 red/purples, 1 very pale colour, 1 very
dark colour. Two more of your choice.

e NOTE: cord and floss are not the same! Please go to Michaels and look at floss
(has six “threads” in a floss).

e Pack of floss needles; even a set of standard sewing needles should have “eyes
large enough for floss.

e Scissors; if you have sewing/thread scissors that is best because they avoid
fraying the floss.
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Optional:
e Notebook
e Seamstress pencil for drawing design
e Be in comfortable clothes and shoes
e A thermos of tea and/ or water bottle

Please feel free to bring any additional supplies you have.

When you are buying supplies, remember to take your Metro class receipt. Many
art stores offer a discount to students.
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
